A grant proposal has also been submitted by a homeowner on the Jim
Mountain trailhead access road for reconstruction of about one mile of this road.
This same homeowner and | met with the Park County Commission and request-
ed county funding for improvement and maintenance of the entire road to the
Jim Mountain trailhead. This road has been neglected for years. The Commis-

sioners are to make a decision in April or May.

The Service Committee met with USFS trail managers in fd@huary. Our trail
work will concentrate on the upper Wood River, the Jim Mountain/Trout Creek
trail system, and several trails in the Sunlight Basin.
