Minutes from the Shoshone Back Country Horsemen meeting held 9/15/2011, in the Meeting Room of the 

Park County Weed and Pest in Powell, WY.  Twelve members were present. 

MEETING:  President Steve Brock called the meeting to order at 6:40 p.m. 

MINUTES:  Mac Black made a motion that the minutes be approved as printed in the newsletter.  Bob 

Bessler  seconded.  Motion passed. 

TREASURERõS REPORT:  SBCH has $3,086.98 in the checking account; $7,000 in a 6-month Certificate 

of Deposit and $2,550.00 in a 12-month Certificate of Deposit.  Kathi Gimmeson made a motion that the 

Treasurerõs Report be approved.  Bruce Fauskee seconded.  Motion passed. 

Deb Black reported that she has submitted a Request for Payment for the 2011 Cost Share Agreement work. 

As of this date, the value of both the Cost Share work and Volunteer work for 2011 totals $39,316.00.  That 

is the value of our travel, horse use, public meeting attendance and man hours cleaning trails.  Bill Brazelton 

turned in his Battle Park work report and that will be added. 

WATCH DOG REPORT:  Barry Reiswig reported on the comments submitted on behalf of SBCH regard-

ing the BLM Big Horn Basin Management Plan.  A copy of the letter was given to Deb to put with the chap-

terõs records.  Barry was complimented on his personal Letter to the Editor on this subject. 

ACTIVITIES REPORT:  Mac Black had no activities to report.  He asked members to contact him if any-

one wants to take a ride someplace and he will develop a group ride. 

SERVICE REPORT:  Bruce Fauskee reported all trail work was complete.  Deb passed along a compliment 

from Forest Service Grant Specialist, Margi Braten, that she had used the report in a recent presentation and 

it was well received. 

Barry spoke about the effectiveness of getting the word out about what we do.  The information from the 

Economic Survey, for example, should be given to the County Commissioners, so that they are aware of the 

value of stock ownership in Park County.  This information is valuable in gaining respect for our point of view 

on various issues.  

Steve spoke in regard to the Jim Mountain access project.  Evidently $80,000 has been removed from the to-

tal funding. Some money was used and Park County has done some work, but the rest is on hold.  The 

County, along with the Forest Service, said there would be $153,000 -$154,000 allocated. 

Mac reminded everyone that any time they are riding and do some trail clearing or improvement to jot down 

some notes and get the information to Deb.  All of that information adds to the total of our work on local 

trails, attending public meetings and working on trailheads. 

EDUCATION REPORT:  Bill Brazelton suggested that the information on the work done in the Big Horns 

be shared with the Sheridan Office of the Forest Service.  We have never received any credit from them for 

the work done in that forest.  Bill has done a lot of Trail Etiquette education with the folks who come to ride 

in the Battle Park area.  Some are unfamiliar with riding in a group and thinking of everyone when watering at 

creek crossings, going through gates and waiting until everyone is mounted before riding off. 

OLD BUSINESS:   SBCH Bylaws -- The proposed revisions to the SBCH Bylaws have been published in 

the newsletter twice and brought up at meetings since their introduction at the May 19th meeting.  No com-

ments have been received.  Mac made a motion to approve the revisions.   Bruce seconded. There was no 

discussion.  Motion passed.  The President signed the revised Bylaws.  If you would like a copy of these re-

vised Bylaws, please contact Deb Black and she will provide them. 

 



 

Secretaryõs Report  continued... 

NEW BUSINESS:  Christmas Party -- A date needs to be chosen for the SBCH Christmas party so that the 

Boot and Bottle Club can be booked for our event.  There was discussion about avoiding a conflict with either 

the Powell or Cody Christmas Parade.  Deb agreed to chair the committee and will work with Ada to book the 

location.  Deb will check with the Chambers of Commerce in both cities and come up with some possible dates 

for members to make a decision. 

SAT phone -- When the satellite phone was originally discussed, it was thought that we would only keep it active 

during the summer working months.  When the guidelines for use were developed, for individuals to use it 

apart from  SBCH work events, it was suggested that members might want to use the phone during hunting sea-

sons.  Members present discussed whether to keep paying the monthly activation fees through the winter. No 

one present was interested in using the phone for hunting.  The consensus was that it was unlikely anyone 

would use it.  Barry was directed to contact the Outfitter Satellite, Inc. and disable the phone until our work be-

gins in the spring. 

Alternate Delegate -- An Alternate Delegate to state meetings needed to be chosen, due to the vacancy left by 

Mike Hudsonõs passing.  Mac indicated interest in the position.  Bob moved and Bill seconded that Mac be the 

alternate.  Motion passed. 

Helmets -- Steve received an e-mail from WY-BCHA with information on the riding helmets that have been 

acquired through WY State Recreation grant money.  Each chapter that chooses to participate in this program 

must have one person responsible for the helmet inventory control, storage and rule enforcement.  Deb was 

assigned this task. 

Chain saw use in Forest --- Steve has been involved in a flow of e-mail conversation among all the state chapters 

regarding the possibility of chain saw use in the wilderness under special circumstances.  With the amount of 

dead trees statewide, it may become too difficult to keep up with the downed trees in some areas with hand 

tools.  The discussion is to determine what BCH members feel about the possibility of limited chain saw use. 

The consensus of the members present was that IF there are very specific parameters set to limit the use, we 

would be in favor of the change. 

Work Day at Hudsonõs -- Bob Bessler suggested we get together Saturday, September 24th, to help Barb Hud-

son get some things winterized, split some wood and move some SBCH materials from the property for storage 

out at Childersõ place.  Bob will be in charge and Deb will get the word out. 

Mac made a motion to adjourn.  Scott Althoff seconded.  The meeting was adjourned at 7:55 p.m.
